Statewide Teen Art Mentoring Program Guidelines

1. Send your ENTRY BLANK and $20.00 by Friday, July 23, 
2010. Make check payable to WRAA. Entry fee includes 
artist’s attendance at the Evening With the Arts reception 
and Teen Award Ceremony. Artwork is due Friday, Aug. 6 
(8:00am-4:30pm) or Saturday Aug. 7 (8am-noon) at the 
Pyle Center, drop-off hours may be extended at a later time.

2. On the day your artwork is due, bring your work to the 
Pyle Center at the time indicated (above). Be sure to attach 
the identification label to your piece. The entry fee covers 
exhibiting your piece and the teen artist’s participation in 
Evening With the Arts reception. You may bring guests to the 
reception for $10.00 per person. Pick up your artwork at the 
conclusion of An Evening With the Arts reception, 8pm.

3. The program is open to teens 13-19 years of age who 
are mentored by a WRAA member. Calculate your age as 
of July 23, 2010. Sorry, we can only accept wall-hung work. 
Each WRAA member can mentor only one teen. 

4. All work must be ORIGINAL in concept and design. It must 
have been done by the person signing it. Copies of other 
artworks, copyrighted photographs or patterns cannot be 
accepted. No decorated kits are acceptable. Paintings 
made a copies during a teacher’s demonstrations are not 
eligible. Work must have been completed in the last two 
years.

5. All paintings, graphics and photographs must be dry, 
framed and ready to hang (including wires side-to-side on 
the back). No tension devices will be accepted.  We do not 
have the room to display 3D. Any sculptures or crafts are 
acceptable if they can be safely wall-hangable, ready with 
the necessary hanging devices. Un-framed canvas works 
are acceptable if edges are painted. UW-MADISON AND THE 
EXHIBIT SPONSORS ARE NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR DAMAGE, THEFT 
OR LOSS OF YOUR WORK. You must provide your own insur-
ance if desired.

6. Enter one work in suggested media below, wall-hung only:
 Painting: Oli, acrylic, watercolor
 Graphics: Drawing, prints, pastel
 Sculpture: Any material, mixed-media
 Crafts: Clay, wood, metal, fiber, paper
 Photography: Photogaph--B&W, color or digital print

7. Awards: Best of Show $100, First $75, Second $50, Third 
$25.   Award winning works will be published in the 2010 
WRAA color exhibit publication.
